
Litigation Successes 
Filed 12 new cases on issues ranging from equal treatment and freedom of speech to LGBT rights. 
Hired a full-time racial justice fellow to expand our legal advocacy in areas related to police misconduct 
and immigrants’ rights. 
Successfully argued in two separate cases that Arizona’s individual tax credit and voucher programs blur the 
line between separate of church and state and discriminate against students based on religion. 
Convinced a family court judge to throw out a discriminatory judgment prohibiting a 48-year-old gay 
man – never accused of child abuse – from accessing the Internet from home during visits with his children. 
Ensured pre-trial detainees in MCSO jails – who’ve never been convicted of any crimes – receive basic 
medical and mental health services as required by the Constitution.
Demanded that school officials in two separate cases allow LGBT students to express themselves by 
forming a gay-straight alliance club in Yuma and by wearing a “Rainbows Are Gay” wristband.   
Secured a court order ensuring that a Flagstaff activist would be able to exercise his First Amendment rights 
by continuing to sell t-shirts featuring anti-war messages.

Public Education Highlights 
Hosted a dozen interactive public education forums throughout the state on issues related to LGBT
rights, racial profiling, REAL ID, border checkpoints, voting rights, school censorship and prison reform. 
Published two public policy reports on racial profiling and voting barriers in Arizona. 
Recruited more than 40 attorneys, students and community activists to form “Street Teams” to inform people
about their rights during police encounters. 
Produced bi-lingual handbooks on worksite raids to inform impacted community members about their due 
process rights before, during and after workplace raids. 

Lobbying Achievements
Reached out across party lines to convince the Arizona Legislature to pass legislation making Arizona the 
10th state to adopt legislation opting out of REAL ID, a federal mandate imposing a national ID card. 
Worked with the Citizens’ Traffic Stop Advisory Board – created as a result of successful ACLU litigation 
challenging racial profiling by DPS – to strengthen consent search requirements during traffic stops. 
Convinced former Governor Janet Napolitano to reject harmful abstinence-only programs that are ineffective,
medically inaccurate and, in some instances, use taxpayer dollars to promote religion in public schools. 
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
